Leesville Lake Association’s 8th Annual Beautification Day

On May 21st the Leesville Lake Association held its 8th Annual
Beautification Day. Over 40 tons of debris was collected by boats and
dropped off at one of three drop off sites around the lake. An
estimated 2 1/2 tons was collected by volunteers cleaning up around
their shoreline for a total of over 42 1/2 tons of logs, limbs and debris
removed from the water and shoreline. An estimated 60 people
participated in the cleanup effort. Several businesses contributed
funding and/or equipment and services to help clean up the lake.
Boat participation was down from prior years but everyone involved
put forth great effort. The water level was down leaving a lot of debris
on the shoreline and many do not want to beach their boat on rocky

shores to gather debris from the shoreline. Next year we will ask

It was outstanding and enjoyed
by all.
